Course Objectives

The course gives students the necessary background to:

1. Master the Greek terminology widely used in their subjects of specialization.
2. Communicate in Modern Greek in their day-to-day life.

2. Understand contents from scientific texts that use Greek letters and words, becoming
familiar with fundamental linguistic aspects of the International Scientific Vocabulary,
and becoming able to formulate hypotheses about unknown compound words
derived from Greek.

3. Understand critical socio-economic issues in contemporary Europe, developing their
aptitude for critical thinking.

4. Become more aware of linguistic theory and phonetics and correctly pronounce
Greek letters and words, be more conscious and confident in using their English
vocabulary derived from Greek and compare Modern Greek with a wide number of
other languages through a deeper understanding of the International Phonetic
Alphabet.
